Triangle Community Outreach, Inc. is a non-profit, tax-exempted (501(c)(3)) organization.
Triangle Community Outreach Mission Statement

Motto:  “For the poor shall never cease out of the land: therefore I command thee, saying, Thou shalt open thine hand wide unto thy brother, to thy poor, and to thy needy, in thy land. “ Deut 15:11


The mission statement of Triangle Community Outreach, Inc. is:


The outreach program shall provide for the relief of the poor, indigent, underprivileged, and 

otherwise deprived citizens of the region.  In doing so, our programs shall address needs of our clients by providing or partnering with providers of food, clothing, and temporary shelter.  The programs shall also address nutritional, social, emotional, educational, and spiritual needs of our clients in the same manner; thereby addressing the needs of the whole person, the whole family.

Triangle Community Outreach was founded in April, 1982 by the late Exie Paul Simon.  
Its initial efforts were to provide hot meals to the homeless, which was accomplished by preparing the food in the home of the founder, the deceased Exie Simon, and transporting it to the corners and alleys of West Port Arthur.  Later that year, a house was provided and the meals were served from that location until a commercial building was donated.  This location, at the corner of 9th Street and Houston Avenue, was called the Triangle Community Soup Kitchen.  For many years, the soup kitchen served approximately 100 hot meals per day and distributed thousands of pounds of food and hundreds of pounds of clothing each month to the indigent.  
At the same time, a shelter for homeless women and children was placed into service and not much later a shelter for men.
The organization expanded it service to include educational services in the late 1980’s by providing General Educational Development (GED) preparation classes, academics tutoring, SAT prep, and Texas Assessment test preparation.

The organization flourished with the help of an all-volunteers staff until Hurricane Rita destroyed the facility.  
In January of 2008, Triangle Community Outreach resumed its youth educational services which were expanded to include enrichment activities for the low-income, at-risk youth of Port Arthur utilizing space of a local church.  This service, named BEAM-UP, is a unique program comprised of two separate components that are designed to work together yet can work completely independent of each other.  The program is designed to involve both the students and their parents.  The student component is designed to foster an instructional and behavior mediation program conducive to the academic excellence through individualized instruction, mentoring, and enrichment activities.  As such, its emphasis is Behavioral Management, Enrichment Activities, Academic Improvement, and Mentoring.  The adult component is designed as a continuing education program.  It consists of classes and/or seminars for parenting skills, recognizing and dealing with drug use, sexual activity, abuse in youth, personal finances to include budgeting, witty ideas to make money, and general financial responsibility.
Also in 2008, Triangle Community Outreach became a sponsor of the Summer Food Service Program (SFSP) administered by Texas Department of Agriculture (TDA).  In the summer of 2017, Triangle Community Outreach served more than 60,000 meals to children in Port Arthur, Beaumont, and Orange Texas.  In 2019, Triangle Community Outreach served more than 65,000 meals to children during the summer and more than 43,000 meals to children after school.
Because of Hurricane Harvey, the number of meals served during the summer of 2018 did not follow our pattern of feeding more and more children.  Many sites were still not available and many children were still displaced.  However, thanks to Share Our Strength, thousands of meals and snacks were served after Hurricane Harvey to those persons attempting to recover from the hurricane.
Pearlanna Carron has served as President of the Board of directors of Triangle Community Outreach since shortly after its inception.  It is with her leadership and the assistance of many others in the community, 
· Triangle Community Outreach currently provides a pantry with ‘twice monthly’ distributions to hundreds of people

· Triangle Community Outreach provides after-school enrichment and academic assistance to at-risk youth

· Triangle Community Outreach sponsors SFSP each summer for youth

· Triangle Community Outreach sponsors after-school, at-risk feeding program for youth

· Triangle Community Outreach continues to participate in long term recovery from Hurricane Harvey.
